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ARTISTS IN RESIDENCE PROGRAM HONE ARTLAB 2008

“Hone ArtLab” is an artists-in-residence program that works for the development and dif-
fusion of art through youth. The project was born from the idea of a group of young people
and is supported by Municipality of Hone and Aosta Valley Council for Social Politics.
“Héne ArtLab 2008” will host artist that express themselves using visual arts, such as
painting, illustration, design and photography, and it will take place in the city of Hone from
September until December.

The alpine context in which artist will submerge during the residence period can influence
their own art production and it could be the starting point for a cultural interaction between
the invited artists and the local community, that ought to be socially profitable for all. The
territory of Hone is strongly characterized by its geography and history, distinctive ele-
ments from the region that are reflected in the everyday life and activities of the popula-
tion. The artists-in-residence program intends to create a space, both physical and con-
ceptual, where the guests can work in their own projects under the influence of the particu-
larities of the zone that hosts them, building a dialogue with the local community that takes
to a reciprocal exchange and increases experience and knowledge.

“Hbéne ArtLab” intends to support young artists in their production and to extend their net-
work. The project proposes itself as an articulator for a dynamic youth participation in
cultural and artistic activities, giving visibility to the young art production and its unques-
tioned validity in the Art world. To contribute to this specific aspect, workshops will be or-
ganized, where the insertion of youth in the international art circuit will be amply dis-
cussed, putting artists in contact with professionals that work with contemporary art issues.
Always inside the workshop schedule, people who are able to offer a vision of the historic
and natural aspects of the region will be invited to give lectures and presentations, in order
to suggest a panorama of the local characteristics.

The goals of “Hbéne ArtLab” are:

* To create a space where young artists coming from several social contexts start a
dialogue and exploit their creative potential through the experimentation and in-
novative use of art media;

* To offer a favorable context and infrastructure adapted to creation and exchange,
recognizing the importance of the bind between art and society;

* To create a network of collaboration between cultural Institutions, promoting a con-
structive intercultural dialogue;

* To help young artists to place themselves in the professional circuit of art.
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During the final days of the residence there will be an exhibition of the works de-
veloped during the residence period. For the occasion, representatives of re-
gional cultural Institutions will be invited, as so to give artists the fair recognition
for their work.

In order to emphasize the importance of the dialogue between artists and the
local community, the guests ought to donate publicly one of the works produced
during the residence period to the community. The works will become part of the
local culture heritage, as the concrete testimony of the experience, and will be an
inspiration for the upcoming editions of “Hone ArtLab”.
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
